Use two people to lift camera onto arm or break onto
components.

Use competent operators.

Check balance before unpinning.

Only move between areas/studios with wheels fully
spread and arm locked down.

Lead weights should be coated. If damaged and lead
exposed use gloves, or wash hands after handling.
